
bigger than decreases. However, a permanent diminution of the rate of infant deaths per 1000 live births is  

a positive sign of demographic processes. It decreases systematically, achieving in 2008 the level 4.94‰ (in

Death by causes require detailed, multilateral analysis, therefore in elaborations for 2008 results of 

this survey for 2007 are presented.  

Main causes of deaths for total population are still diseases of the circulatory system and neoplasms, 

but within the space of years their share has changed. Since the beginning of nineties in general causes of 

deaths the share of diseases of the circulatory system has decreased by almost 6 percentage points and the 

share of neoplasms has increased. In 2007 diseases of the circulatory system accounted for 48.6% of total 

deaths and the share of deaths caused by neoplasms amounted to 25.4%. External causes of deaths 

including injuries, poisonings and other accidents accounted for 6.1% of total causes. 

With a relatively high increase of the number of births and a marginal increase of the number of 

deaths in 2008, the natural increase amounted to 7.1 thous. persons and it was twice as big as the year 

before. It is worth adding that it was the highest natural increase from 1998. 
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
