
TOURISTS ACCOMMODATED   
IN COLLECTIVE TOURIST ACCOMMODATION ESTABLISHMENTS  

BY MONTHS 

 
In 2007 there were 8014.0 thousand of overnight stays in collective tourist accommodation 

establishments — by 6.0% (451.4 thousand) more than in previous year. The number of overnight stays 
increased the most in hotels — by 386.2 thousand (by 13.4%). The biggest relative increase of overnight 
stays in comparison with previous year was recorded in “other hotel facilities” — by 16.3% (by                  
23.3 thousand). In 6 kinds of facilities there was recorded a decrease of the number of overnight stays, from 
1.6% in training-recreational centres to 19.6% in excursion hostels. An average stay of a tourist in the facility 
has been shortened to 2.8 days (2.9 days in 2006).
